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Abstract

A variety of taxation sources survive for London in the 1690s, notably the 1695 Marriage Duty Assessment, a census-like listing of all inhabitants, and a series of Poll taxes, which give occupational information for heads of household. This paper examines the contrast between a parish's social structure from a synchronic perspective as observed diachronically in parish registers, by linking taxation records to a family reconstitution.
