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Brief Summary – Pupil Survey Forms – pupils born 1910s – 1940s 

I have been through 90 Pupil survey forms – all those from the 1920s, 30s & 40s, excluding people who went solely to private schools or schools outside England. 
I enclose comments from all these pupils in 6 sections 

· Primary School Memories

· Secondary School – General Impressions [the longest section]

· Outings, activities, clubs etc

· Aids to lessons

· Syllabus

· Textbooks
I think it is worth reading through the sections to gain an interesting, albeit unrepresentative (see below),  range of opinion. 
I have included each pupil’s identifying code, full name, year of birth, type of school (PS = Primary or Infants+Junior, GS= Grammar School, other abbreviations obvious), area of school. The 2 general sets of answers on primary schools and secondary schools include a range of broad comments. Where people have commented specifically on eg outings, syllabus, textbooks etc I have put those comments in the files covering those areas. So although every respondent is included in the ‘Secondary school’ section, not all are included in all the others as they may have written ‘No’ or left blank some or all of the other sections. Occasionally there is overlap between sections where I feel the general section would make less sense if specific comments were removed.
Although almost all these former pupils went to state primary, infants +junior or elementary school to 11, their secondary schooling is heavily weighted towards grammar schools compared to the population in general. In my interviews I have tried to interview former pupils from non-grammar schools – central, technical and senior. When I have received all the transcripts of these I will produce a similar document to this relating to the interviews.
